On the 11th July, 1684, during the mayoralty of Paul Cobb, a new charter was granted whereby a new constitution was imposed on the Corporation, and Paul Cobb was named Mayor. This charter reserved a power of amotion to the Crown, which was used 8th March 1688, to remove Thomas Underwood from the office  of Mayor and substitute William Isaack. The old constitution was restored and the new charter pro tanto revoked by Proclamation, 17th October, 1688, and Paul Cobb, as the most recently elected, was restored to the Mayoralty, but was not re-elected.
